




















F. If a motion for a rule change is DEFEATED, it cannot be brought forward again for a
minimum of 2 years.

22. LEAGUE ORGANIZING COMMITTEE

A. The Parkland Fun Ball & Soccer League will be developed under the direction of an
Organizing Committee.

B. The Committee will be comprised of a minimum of seven and a maximum of 12
members.

C. Membership of the Committee will be selected on a volunteer basis.

D. Only one member will be allowed per community. (In the event of independent teams
wishing to sit on the committee they may elect ONE representative from amongst the
registered independent teams providing they have the backing (in writing) of all
independents involved.

E. A “draw from the hat” will take place, if required, to select members for the
Organizing Committee.

F. Barb and Hermann Gratzfeld will sit on the committee indefinitely until they choose to
step down.
